
For these prizes, the Foundation establishes a list  
of candidates based on suggestions put forward by an 
extensive nomination network in Canada and abroad. 
Direct applications are not accepted.

An independent jury of eminent researchers and 
intellectuals proposes a list of fellows, based on their 
leadership qualities, productivity, reputation, and 
demonstrated ability to communicate. 

The five Trudeau Fellowships are each of a total  
value of $225,000. They are awarded for a mandate of 
three years. While Trudeau Fellows enjoy extensive 
freedom in their use of the funds they are given, they 
are encouraged to communicate their ideas and 
research work broadly, and the Foundation supports 
all efforts in this regard. The Trudeau Lectures series 
and the related Trudeau Foundation Papers  
provide another important dissemination platform.

Every year, the  
Pierre Elliott Trudeau 
Foundation selects five 
fellows who have set 
themselves apart through 
their research achieve-
ments, creativity, and 
social commitment linked 
to one or more of the 
Foundation’s four themes.

The 
Visiting Trudeau Fellow-
ship allows Canadian 
universities and research 
institutions to invite an 
outstanding international 
or national scholar of 
their choice to participate 
in its activities.
